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Vancouver Kids Spur World Change One Kind Word at a Time

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VANCOUVER, WA— April 29, 2013—Hough Elementary students are on a mission to change the world, one kind word at a time. And on Saturday, May 4th, from 2 p.m. to 3 p.m. they'll be doing it at 1405 N. Lombard Street—the site of the billboard they put up with The Joy Team.  
Adorned with signs sharing their own kind word of choice, the kids and their partners—The Joy Team and members of the Hough Elementary staff—will offer passersby words of encouragement under the mantra that “One Kind Word Can Change the World.”

Against the backdrop of a billboard donated by Clear Channel Outdoor and sporting a graphic message creatively designed by the kids of the Hough Leadership Team, the children and their partners hope to shift the world into a positive frame of mind.
